ropean country, but not really. It has sort of a free press, but not really. Its cold war with
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America is sort of over, but not really. It’s sort of trying to become something more
than a petro-state, but not really.

Putin himself is largely responsible for both the yin and the yang. When he became
president in 2000, Russia was not sort of in trouble. It was really in trouble — and spiral-
ing downward. Using an iron fist, Putin restored order and solidified the state, but it was
cemented not by real political and economic reforms but rather by a massive increase in
oil prices and revenues. Nevertheless, many Russians were, and still are, grateful.

And, now, the more Putin throws his support behind the murderous dictatorship
of Bashar al-Assad in Syria, the more he looks like a person buying a round-trip ticket
on the Titanic — after it has already hit the iceberg. Assad is a dead man walking. Even
if all you care about are arms sales, wouldn’t Russia want to align itself with the emerg-
ing forces in Syria?

1. Security Council authorizes “all necessary measures” to protect civilians in
Libya.

17 March 2011 — The Security Council today effectively authorized the use of
force in Libya to protect civilians from attack, specifically in the eastern city of Ben-
ghazi, which Colonel Muammar Al-Qadhafi has reportedly said he will storm tonight to
end a revolt against his regime.

Acting under Chapter Il of the UN Charter, which provides for the use of force if
needed, the Council adopted a resolution by 10 votes to zero, with five abstentions, au-

thorizing Member States “to take all necessary measures... to protect civilians and civil-
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lan populated areas under threat of attack in the Libyan Arab Jamhariya, including Ben-
ghazi, while excluding an occupation force”.

The abstentions included China and Russia, which have the power of veto, as
well as Brazil, Germany and India (UN News Center, Mar. 17, 2011).

2. China and Russia: arbiters of global morality.

| was pleased to see that Bianca Jagger on BBC1 Question Time last night (right)
supported military action in Libya. Ken Livingstone comprehensively lost the argument
as the only supporter of a bloodbath in Benghazi on a panel that included Rory Stewart,
a self-confessed wobbly Conservative.

The case for the limited use of military force is so overwhelming that even Danny
Alexander, Liberal Democrat Chief Secretary to the Treasury, had no trouble defending
it.

The unambiguous UN Security Council authorisation for it seems to be an im-
portant part of this.

But that raises an interesting question, put to me by a Labour former minister.
Suppose China or Russia had vetoed resolution 1973, rather than abstained. Would that
make military action that would otherwise be morally right, to avert explicitly-
threatened carnage, and supported by the Arab League, morally wrong?

As | said, the differences between this intervention and that in Iraq grow ever
smaller the more closely they are examined.

Although I have not yet seen a legal analysis of the difference between “all neces-
sary measures” in resolution 1973 and “all necessary means”, the previously accepted
phrase denoting the use of military force (Independent, Mar. 25, 2011).

1. Vladimir Putin Sings “Blueberry Hill” (Presurfer, 12, Dec., 2010).

In St. Petersburg, Russia’s prime minister Vladimir Putin played the piano and
sang “Blueberry Hill” at a charity fundraiser dedicated to fighting children’s cancer. In-
ternational celebrities including Kevin Costner, Gerard Depardieu, Mickey Rourke,
Sharon Stone, Kurt Russell, Vincent Cassel, Monica Bellucci, Ornella Muti, Goldie
Hawn and many others attended the benefit concert.

2. Sing-along-a-Vlad: now Putin is Blueberry Hill crooner of the Kremlin (Daily Mail,
12, Dec., 2010).

Is there no end to Vladimir Putin’s talents? The Russian Prime Minister already
has a reputation as an accomplished fighter-jet pilot and Siberian tiger-hunter, and is a
black belt in judo. Now you can add jazz crooner to the list.

The 58-year-old former KGB chief stunned an audience at a charity event on Fri-
day that included Sharon Stone and Kevin Costner with his rendition of Blueberry Hill.

‘Like an overwhelming majority of people, I can neither sing nor play but | very
much like doing it,” he said modestly after being urged by the event’s host to get up on
stage and perform. After playing the opening notes to the Fats Domino hit on the piano,
he stepped up to the microphone and sang.

Putin, described as ‘alpha-dog’ in diplomatic cables released by WikiLeaks, is re-
ported to have sung patriotic songs to a group of Russian agents after they were ex-
pelled from America in July. But before Friday’s show in St Petersburg, his musical
prowess had not been noted.

His spokesman said he learned the lyrics to Blueberry Hill as part of his English
language studies.

At the show, Putin also tried to play a Soviet-era song called From Where The
Motherland Begins but hit a wrong key and stopped.

The former KGB officer has previously been photographed in a series of PR pic-
tures on holiday.

Three years ago he was seen fishing bare-chested on a Siberian river as he enter-
tained Prince Albert of Monaco on an outdoor pursuits holiday.

They weren’t the first images of the former Russian president holidaying in bare-
chested in Siberia.

Images of a shirtless Putin fishing in a Siberian river caused a stir when they were
published two years ago. The pictures sealed his fate as a pin-up for men and women
alike.

He was seen showing off his torso again last year during a camping holiday in Si-
beria as he displayed his love of physical activity by snapping twigs over his knee for
firewood and taking a brisk dip in a Siberian lake.

The athletic politician demonstrated his trademark judo moves at a dojo school in
St. Petersburg, using a sweeping hip throw on a succession of opponents.
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He even released his own judo DVD two years ago, called ‘Learn judo with Vla-
dimir’.

The photographic display of Putin’s masculinity has included images of him fish-
ing shirtless, shooting a tiger with a tranquilliser dart, horseriding, racing a truck, driv-
ing a train, piloting a fighter jet and a commanding a submarine.

Meanwhile, the Russian Prime Minister re-named his dog Buffy after holding a
nationwide naming contest.

Announcing the name — his favourite from thousands — Putin performed a bizarre
dog-like pose.

The animal was given to him as a present by Bulgarian Prime Minister Boyko
Borisov after the two states agreed a deal over an energy pipeline.

Former President Boris Yeltsin famously performed a stiff and awkward dance at
a rock concert in 1996 as he approached elections.

3. Vladimir Putin Sings “Blueberry Hill” and Plays the Piano (No, Really). Happy

Monday Morning (Business Insider, 13, Dec., 2010).

The surprisingly multi-talented Vladimir Putin sang the classic U.S. pop song
“Blueberry Hill” and played the piano for a charity event in St. Petersburg and naturally
the performance has gone viral on YouTube.

His military training would see him safely
through boot camp and, after all, where would you find a judge brave enough to send
Vladimir Putin back home to the Kremlin? Not even Simon Cowell would fancy that
one!

6. Vintage Vladimir: Putin on the Karaoke (Aol, 13, Dec., 2010).

The battle for the Russian presidency is unexpectedly turning into a battle of the
bands. And former President and current Prime Minister Vladimir Putin struck the first
blow Friday, stunning a crowd of Russian VIPs and Western celebrities with a knockout
musical performance.

The Ice Palace, an enormous skating rink on the outskirts of St. Petersburg, was
filled with tables sold at exorbitant prices Friday night to aid child cancer victims. The
plastic seats were draped with white cloths, and carpets covered the ice surface as the
patrons gathered.

An odd mix of film and music stars were there to perform, including Mickey
Rourke, Gerard Depardieu, Paul Anka, Ornella Muti, Monica Bellucci, Kurt Russell,
Goldie Hawn, Sharon Stone and Kevin Costner, who played guitar with the stage band.
Depardieu read a poem by Sergei Esenin, a Russian poet of the 1920s, half in Russian,
half in French.

But the key to the evening, according to numerous reports, came when the mis-

tress of ceremonies turned to Putin, who was seated at the table of honor among the
guests, and asked: “Will you sing something for us?”
Putin’s repertoire is remarkable — he has demonstrated his black-belt judo skills, partici-
pated in an Orthodox bikers’ ride on a Harley-Davidson tricycle (for which he was in-
ducted into the local Hells Angels group), co-piloted amphibious jet planes to fight
wildfires this summer, shot a tiger (with a tranquilizer gun), harpooned gray whales
with a crossbow and even made a painting that sold for $1 million at another charitable
event in 2009. But crooning hasn’t been a part of it.

7. Vladimir Putin finds his thrill on ‘Blueberry Hill” (Independent, 13, Dec., 2010).

So far in 2010, he's fired a crossbow at a whale from a speedboat, driven across
Siberia in a Lada, and flown a plane over a burning forest to douse the flames with wa-
ter. This weekend, it was time for Vladimir Putin to reveal a more artistic side, taking to
the stage at a charity auction to play the piano and sing a rendition — in English — of
Louis Armstrong’s “Blueberry Hill”.

Russia’s action-man Prime Minister first played the melody gingerly at the piano,
before taking to the stage to sing in heavily accented English, with a full backing band.

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The karaoke turn at a charity auction in St Petersburg was attended by a host of interna-
tional film stars, including Kevin Costner, Gérard Depardieu and Sharon Stone, who
clapped and sang along in the audience.

Mr. Putin, dressed in a dark suit with no tie, appeared somewhat awkward at first,
but soon got into his stride, gesturing to the audience while singing the line “For you
were my thrill”, and tapping his feet to the music. His accent meant that his rendition
sounded more like “Blyubirry Kheel”, but he hit all the notes.

His ego was doubtless given a boost by the standing ovation from the hall when
he finished the number. According to Russia Today, a Kremlin-funded television sta-
tion, Mr Putin returned to the piano later in the evening to sing “Where the homeland
starts”, a former KGB favourite that he claims to have sung in private with Anna
Chapman and the other Russian spies deported from the US earlier this year. It was also
reported that after the concert finished, Mr. Putin took Sharon Stone by the arm and
they sang a song about Russian cosmonauts together.

Russia Today claimed that Mr. Putin was deeply reluctant to take the stage, and
the whole episode was entirely impromptu. Apparently, Mr. Putin was approached by a
hostess and asked to sing, but refused. “However, after seeing the pictures of ill children
shown to the audience on the big screen, he took to the stage,” the channel reported.

But was more likely to be a well-rehearsed publicity move, in line with much of
the Prime Minister’s activity, meant to keep him in the public eye and portray him as a
talented superman for the domestic audience.

Mr. Putin’s stunts are usually more masculine — he has released a DVD of judo
tips, shot a tiger with a tranquilliser dart and posed for a bare-chested photo-shoot on a
horse.

But from time to time, he shows a more creative side. At a charity auction last
year, a painting that he had “dashed off” in a single day fetched £750,000.

8. Vladimir Putin: the pantomime hero — and the villain too (Guardian, 19, Dec.,
2010).

The karaoke singer, saviour of tigers and firefighter supreme would be hard not to
like, if he didn’t control a corrupt superstate.

You might think The X Factor had cornered the market in strange and embarrass-
ing performances by musically challenged exhibitionists but in that area, as in so many
others, Vladimir Putin is not to be outdone. At a charity auction in St Petersburg last
weekend, the Russian prime minister did to Fats Domino’s Blueberry Hill what the US
Airborne did to Hamburger Hill, not so much covering it as napalming it. In the mes-
merisingly odd video clip, dozens of international celebrities, including Goldie Hawn,
Gerard Depardieu and Sharon Stone, clap along while their faces contort into the glob-
ally recognised expression for WTF.

Putin’s aides claimed that the reluctant PM only consented to appear for the sake
of the children, because of course this painfully shy man would no more jump at the
chance to sing to an audience of movie stars than he would, say, fire a crossbow at a
whale from a rubber dinghy or fly a water-bearing plane over a forest fire.

There has always been a cult of personality around Russia’s strongmen, but
Putin’s image management has become increasingly bizarre since term limits forced

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him to cede the presidency to his protege Dmitry Medvedev two years ago and take the
supposedly junior role of PM. (Supposedly, because in a 2009 poll twice as many Rus-
sians thought Putin held the reins than Medvedev, while a US diplomat referred to the
president as Robin to Putin’s Batman.)

First, Putin was filmed “saving” a TV crew by shooting a Siberian tiger with a
tranquilliser dart. A few months later, he was pictured shirtless in Siberia while building
a fire, swimming in a lake, riding a horse, wrestling a bear, bending iron girders, clear-
ing tall buildings in a single bound, and so on. This year, it was whale-chasing, fire-
fighting and karaoke. Just as macho and publicity-hungry as his friend Silvio Berlusco-
ni, though neither as sleazy nor as clownish, he is forging himself into some kitsch hy-
brid of Peter the Great, Gl Joe, the horse whisperer and the Milk Tray Man.

It would all be comical if not for the reminder, in WikiLeaked diplomatic cables,
that he is largely responsible for a system riddled with corruption, cronyism and crimi-
nality, described by one Spanish prosecutor as a “virtual mafia state”. Various cables
accuse him of knowing about the plot to murder Alexander Litvinenko and of illegally
siphoning money into foreign bank accounts. Then there is the matter of press freedom
— earlier this year, Reporters Without Borders accused Putin of promoting “a climate of
pumped-up national pride that encourages the persecution of dissidents and freethink-
ers”. I know what you’re thinking — what a splendid location for a World Cup.

Barring a tranquilliser rifle jamming at a crucial moment or an assault by angry
Fats Domino fans, Putin will no doubt reclaim the presidency in 2012 and provide plen-
ty more surreal photo ops. When | watch the Blueberry Hill clip | see a figure as comi-
cally sinister as a Batman villain, but beyond that | see a real villain too — a self-
aggrandising authoritarian who always gets exactly what he wants.

Welcome to Moscow
Paranoid, mischievous and heading in the wrong direction, Russia is an awkward
prospect for Barack Obama (Economist, Jul. 2, 2009).

The last time Barack Obama was in Russia, he and Senator Dick Lugar were de-
tained by border guards for several hours at an airport in the Urals, where they were look-
ing at how American funds were helping to get rid of stocks of dangerous Soviet-era
weapons. America’s president has every reason to hope things will go better this time,
but that is not setting a very high hurdle for success. Of all the great power relationships
Mr. Obama inherited from George Bush, Russia is the most awkward — awkward not on-
ly because it has been getting ever harder to deal with but also because it cannot be ig-
nored.

Over the past ten years, under Vladimir Putin’s leadership, Russia has become
more nationalistic, corrupt and corporatist. Its economy, although much bigger than a
decade ago, is even more dependent on oil and gas, an industry now controlled by a small
group of Kkleptocratic courtiers and former spies. The decision by lkea, a well-known
Swedish furniture supplier once bullish about Russia, to suspend investment because of
graft is an indictment of the dire commercial climate. Its non-energy exports are smaller
than Sweden’s.

Russia’s population is shrinking alarmingly, its death rate double that in most de-
veloped countries. Conflicts in its north Caucasus republics have flared again. Its armed
forces are woefully ill-equipped and poorly trained. Mr. Putin has kept control by un-
leashing a virulent brand of anti-Western “patriotism” — the latest textbooks are as tough
on America as they are soft on Stalin — and thuggishly silencing the opposition. Last year
in a pretence of democracy Mr. Putin installed Dmitry Medvedev (Mr. Obama’s sup-
posed host) as president while he himself became prime minister.

In the long term Mr. Putin’s refusal to modernise his country will weaken Russia.
Yet the place Mr. Obama has to deal with now is still a potent force. The largest country
on earth, Russia stretches from Europe to China. It is the world’s biggest producer of oil
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and gas. It has a seat on the UN Security Council and of course that nuclear arsenal.
Above all it has the capacity to do both great harm and some good.

Vlad the invader

Recently, the harm has been more noticeable. Last year’s invasion of Georgia, fol-
lowed by Russia’s decision to recognise South Ossetia and Abkhazia, was the clearest
sign that Mr. Putin has given up any hope of joining the West. Since then he has
slammed the door on the World Trade Organisation, opting instead for a no-doubt-
mighty customs union with Belarus and Kazakhstan. Russia has long criticised the Or-
ganisation for Security and Co-operation in Europe for daring to highlight election mal-
practice. Now Mr. Medvedev is promoting a European security structure that would in
effect give Russia a veto over any expansion of NATO. Countries such as Ukraine, in
what Russia regards as its sphere of influence, are nervous. At the UN Russia has
dragged its feet on sanctions against Iran and autocrats pretty much everywhere.

And yet Iran is also one of many examples of how Russian and American interests
should coincide. Neither Mr. Obama nor Mr. Putin wants to see Iran emerge as a nuclear
power, setting off a destabilising arms race in the Middle East. Both also want a stable
Afghanistan, with al-Qaeda pushed out of sanctuaries there and in Pakistan: Russia has
been a useful conduit for Western supplies and troops. Both have worked to safeguard
nuclear and other weapons materials in the old Soviet Union and are co-operating useful-
ly in other countries.

On not being a pushover

Mr. Bush’s policy towards Russia was both confused and confusing. One moment
he was looking into Mr. Putin’s eyes and finding a man he could trust; the next he was
preaching democracy while failing to lift cold-war economic restrictions. Mostly, though,
he was not very interested in Russia — and it showed. Russia, self-esteem wounded,
claimed that America was promoting democracy to further its geopolitical interests.

Mr. Obama’s combination of calmness and humility could well help America deal
with a country whose national pride is dangerously spiked with a sense of inferiority. But
there are plenty of pitfalls ahead.

America’s president needs to resist the temptation to play on supposed differences
between Mr. Putin and the more “liberal” Mr. Medvedev. These are more notional than
real, as the farcical second show trial of Mikhail Khodorkovsky, a former oil boss and a
Putin rival, which is taking place on Mr. Medvedev’s watch, demonstrates.

Meanwhile, humility about some of America’s past mistakes should not leave Rus-
sia’s leaders with the impression that Mr. Obama will be a pushover. Robustness is nec-
essary because of the widening gap between the interests of the Russian people and those
of its ruling elite (the people who stoke anti-Americanism even as they send their off-
spring to Western universities and buy up holiday homes in France). With the economy
declining and social discontent rising, a stand-off with the West might be tempting for
Mr. Putin’s cabal — but ruinous for most Russians. It was not America’s fault that Russia
failed to develop an independent judiciary, opting for corruption as the organising princi-
ple of its political system. Nor is it America’s fault that Russia wasted the years of high
oil prices.
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Most of all, Mr. Obama needs to be firm over Russia’s ambitions to dominate the
countries along its western and southern borders. Mr. Bush’s attempt to hurry Georgia
and Ukraine into NATO, ready or not (they weren’t, and won’t be for a long time) was a
mistake. But both countries, like all others in Europe, have the right to choose their own
friends. Mr. Obama must make clear that he will not cut them adrift and will not tolerate
attempts to destabilise their governments. Europeans could help too by diversifying their
oil and gas supplies so that Russia is not tempted to turn off their taps either.

Ironically, given Mr. Obama’s difficulties in the Urals, the easiest place to start
may be arms control. There is room to reduce further both sides’ warheads; it is also a
subject that flatters Russia. But this is going to be an awkward relationship, one where
the West’s expectations of success should be low.
